1)  Democratic Party Ballot Resolution


-Response from HCFAT:  cannot endorse as an organization due to question of 
nonprofit status but individuals can support

-NW Democrat meeting, preparation of questions for Charlie Gonzalez and Ciro 
Rodriguez; Charlie does receive $ from healthcare industry, while Ciro depends mostly 
on grassroots $
2)  HC NOW! Chicago conference:  Diana and Vibeke


Diana:  got lots of ideas from other states and groups; picked up lots of samples of flyers


Diane:  went to downtown Carelink office and passed out materials; lots of interest


Vibeke:  Oakland group had survey given out at malls with questions about people’s 
access to healthcare; traveling show going around the country

3)  SCHIP rally w/ Pelosi


KENS interviewed Diane on tv; talked to some people and talked to Ciro; group does not 
expect further leadership on SCHIP
4)  HCFAT affiliation

Vibeke read the TIP: Texas Insurance Plan; she believes it is too expensive for small 
business and individuals.  Impression is that HCFAT does not want to get politically 
involved.  Rachel is planning conference call with Dr. Malinow; issue tabled for now.  
5)  MLK March planning meeting on Monday night, Dec 10.  Frank notes that in past planning 
meetings, there has been a wide divide between the city-sponsored element and the 
grassroots groups holding the march.  Largest contingent will usually be the Esperanza 
Center between 50-200 people; Vibeke says Stop the War will also be there.  South 
Grimes St and MLK Blvd, 5:30pm; Diane and Frank will represent.  Note:  MLK March is 
Monday, January 21.
6)  Van de Putte meeting:  Tuesday, Dec 11 afternoon around 4:30-5pm at Downtown Soledad; 
Vibeke and ? plan to 
present.
8)  Planning mtg with Ciro Rodriguez; postponed for now

9)   Sicko showing at NW Vista; further showings?  Mark says he will follow-up with Project 
Dem students.  Diane noted a sociology prof at NW Vista assigned her students to write 
about their healthcare experiences.  Frank will send emails of 2 OLLU and 3 UTSA-DT 
professors to Mark for whom he has given presentations to.

Mark asked Mr. McMurrey if he would march in the 
MLK March in SA (biggest march in the nation); he accepted.
