How Does HR 676 Work?

· HR 676 proposes a single- payer, publicly funded, privately delivered program by expanding and improving the current Medicare Program.  It will be fully portable, covering all Americans all the time.
· It will be paid for through a modest payroll tax on individuals and business, while eliminating premiums, co-pays and deductibles.  Most people will pay less than what they do now.
· It will save 56 billion dollars every year by eliminating the insurance middleman and by reducing paperwork.

· It will provide fair contracted fees to private providers and will control drug prices through volume negotiations.

· It will provide complete choice of physicians and other healthcare providers.  No more insurance-controlled “preferred providers” lists!

· Healthcare decisions will be made by patients and their physicians, not corporations seeking to maximize profits!
Working together, we can build a healthcare system that works for all.
We have a broken healthcare delivery system.  The current for-profit insurance system wastes 31cents of every dollar spent, but fails to give us adequate healthcare or financial security.  The main objectives of this bloated bureaucracy are to avoid covering the sick, to find arbitrary reasons to deny claims, and to pass the cost on to others.
The solution is to win legislation for a plan that delivers high quality care for all and spends our money wisely.
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We need a plan that is publicly accountable, affordable, and fair, and that covers all Americans.  We have such a plan in HR 676, The U S National Health Care Act introduced by John Conyers (D) and co-sponsored by 90 of his colleagues in the U.S. House of Representatives.  HR 676 has been endorsed by more than 400 labor unions.  We need your help to convince other members of Congress to move this bill forward.
The biggest obstacles to meaningful healthcare reform are the massive insurance lobby in Washington and the money they are able to spend.  Our answer is a nationwide grassroots movement.  From California to Maine and every state in between, ordinary people like us are joining forces to change the death grip insurances companies have on our healthcare delivery system.
